Feedng Your Steer

Good Feeding Rulego Follow

1. Use care in getting a calf on feed; start on feed gradually at or
below 1% of body weight (for a 500 Ib steer=5 Ibs feed) add 2
Ib/day for 20 days, only increase feed when calf cleans up feed
after each feeding.

2. At each feeding, feed no more than the calf can eat in 30 minutes

3. Feed a balanced ration such as commercial cattle feeds
*If you mix your own feed commaodities offer mineral free choice

4. Feed regularly B times per day at the sammné each day
(the closer to 12 hours apart the better)

5. Crimped, rolled or cracked graisimore digestible than whole

6. Do not overfeed or feed molded or rotten feed

7. Change ration according to the condition of calf

8. Avoid sudden chge in the amount or kind of fe€bhcrease feed a ¥2 pound at a time.)
9. If you change feeds, mix new feed in with the old in the beginning.

10.Keep feeding equipment clean and fresh water available
(Fresh clean water can increase feed intsfieslean out troughs regularly)

11. Allow plenty of room for exercise

12.Control parasites

13.Feed Antibiotics in feed until calf is on feed and gaining weiglg (&eks after weaning)
14.Feed a growing ration (184 % protein levels) up ta08 Ibs.

15. Feed a show or finishing ration until fair (12% prot@ifged increasing levels of corn (up to 1/3 of
ration) for adding finish, or feed 1/3 oats to hold steer at a desired weight
