
How to obtain a web exam voucher: 

1) Go to the FDACS website: https://aesecomm.freshfromflorida.com/  (see image below) 

2) If you have an account login or click ‘HELP’ if you have an account but have forgotten 

your PIN, new users click ‘Sign Up’  

 
3) After logging in, you will come to a screen asking you which type of license you wish to 

obtain: Agricultural Pesticide Licenses (RUP) Ch. 487 or Structural / Residential Pest 

Control Ch. 482  Click the link to make a decision (see image below)

4) Click the link for either obtaining a new license or adding a new category (see image

6) Be sure to provide both a valid email and mailing address (see image below) 

 
 

7) You can obtain a voucher to take up to three exams (no more than 3 are allowed per 

voucher). Select the exam(s) that you plan on talking (see image below) 

 



8) Review to make sure that your information is correct, BE SURE to check the box at the 

bottom acknowledging your application and then click ‘Submit’ (see image below) 

 

 

 

9) Click print or email confirmation- the voucher number is needed for testing (see image below) 

 



 

10) To take your pesticide exam(s) using the laptop, you need your voucher number and to click on 

the link that says ΨUniversity of Florida IFAS ExtensionΩ (see image below) 

 

11) Once the administrator has set up an access code and opened your exam- you will log in using 

the link ΨExamination Entry PageΩ (see image below) 

 

 

 Exam Administrator-  click link that says ΨAdmin LoginΩ on the far hand side in the middle of the screen (above) 

 Once logged in you will need to click on ΨApplicant LookupΩ from the left side menu and then: 

1) select Jackson Testing Center 
2) enter their voucher number 
3) Enter their last name  
4) Make up an access code and type it into the blank. Then, click ΨGrant AccessΩ and give code to the test taker
